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Impact Patient Safety


A systematic review conducted by Weightman et al states: “Research studies suggest professionally led library services have an impact on health outcomes for patients and may lead to time savings for health-care professionals.”


Rochester, NY study reveals:


80% of participating physicians handled their patient’s care differently due to information provided by the hospital librarian.





93% reported that librarian provided information gave them new knowledge, with resulting cost savings and improved patient care for their institutions.
